
MMA underwent a formal audit in April to ensure compliance with the
Certification of Design (Building Structure) scheme.  We are pleased to
report that we passed with flying colours. 

The audit was undertaken by The Structural Engineers Registration Ltd
(SER Ltd) who administer the design certification scheme on behalf of
the Scottish Building Standards Agency.  The scheme was implemented
in Scotland in May 2005, following an amendment to the Building Stand-
ards Act.

The audit process then categorizes individual certifiers and the Company
from an "A" pass through to an "E" fail. Our four certifiers Tom McGregor,
Ken Simpson, Frazer Coutts and Kenneth McCulloch all received passes
at A and B level, with the Company receiving an A pass.

Tom McGregor, one of the Company’s directors said “MMA have four
SER Certifiers who were required to attend a rigourous review and
interview process.  This review was conducted over a two day period.”
He added “….. to have all four pass with flying colours is a clear
vindication of our quality management systems."

At a cost in the region of £2.8m, site works on the Lochgelly Centre
are now well underway with the intial demolition and mining investiga-
tion and subsequent ground stabilisation completed.

Further involvement includes the demolition of the rear squash
courts and the rationalising of the existing and proposed drainage
system.
