Our first skatepark was designed and built approximately two and a half years ago
and has proven to be a great success with young people in Penicuik and the rest of
Midlothian. “It was initially quite a challenge working up conceptual models into full
3-D structural designs” says Scott, adding “that the project had went well and that the
skatepark has transformed one corner of Penicuik Park into an exciting extreme sport

venue for young people in the local community and beyond.”

Following on from the success of Penicuik, we continued our partnership with
Clachan Construction and were rewarded with the £750,000 outdoor skate park at
Edinburgh's Saughton Park. Work is already underway and is scheduled for
completion in Spring 2010. The 2,000 sq m park will provide beginner areas,
intermediate ramps and competition-standard areas for use by amateurs and

advanced skateboarders.
